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Akutaq

Akutaq (also known as Eskimo ice 

cream) is a delicacy that Alaskan 

Natives have enjoyed for thousands of 

years. The word Akutaq is actually a 

Yupik word meaning, “mix it together.” 

This high-calorie food kept the hunters 

energized and healthy while on long 

expeditions in the cold and dangerous 

landscape. Akutaq can be made in 

many different ways and traditionally 

did not include sugar, but could include 

moose meat and fat, caribou meat and 

fat, fish, seal oil, and berries.

• 3-4 pounds of fish 
(whitefish, pike, or salmon)

• vegetable shorting (e.g., 

Cisco) or lard

• Vegetable oil

• Sugar

• ½ - 1 gallon of berries 

(e.g., blueberries, salmon 

berries, cranberries)

1. Simmer the gutted and headed fish in a pot of water for about 20 
minutes and then cool in the pot so the flavor remains in the fish

2. Remove the skin and the bones and squeeze the water from the fish 
with your hands

3. Add at least 2 large handfuls of shortening or lard to the fish
4. Mix with your hand for at least 3-5 minutes or until fish is well mixed. If 

necessary, add more shortening or lard.

5. Add about 1 cup of vegetable oil and stir until it is almost creamy

6. Whip with your hand until it gets fluffy
7. Add at least a cup of sugar and mix until sugar is completely dissolved. 

Add more sugar to taste.

8. Add plenty of berries (akutuq should have lots of berries) and mix 

thoroughly

9. The akutaq is ready to eat. Always refrigerate akutaq.
